We hope
Kairos ‘Outside’ will help them find
strength for their life journeys and give
them a chance to find and build
friendships that may last a lifetime.

6) Serve as the Leader for the assigned Weekend

7) Serve as the Advising Leader if called upon by the next Weekend's Leader

8) Must commit to attending the two reunions following the Weekends for which
she served as First and Second Observing Leader.

9) Hosts the Reunion for the Weekend for which she serves as Leader

10) Attend the Advisory Council meetings while serving as First, Second
Observing Leader as well as the Council meetings prior to the Weekend serving as
the Leader

11) Attend all team meetings for duration of commit ment (First, Second
Observing Leader and the team meetings for the weekend as Leader)

12) Possess a strong Spiritual Life

13) Inspires trust and integrity in your Spiritual Life

14) Demonstrates the ability to delegate responsibilities with love, teamwo rk and
a spirit of cooperation

15) Believes in the Mission of Kairos Outside and demonstrates God's love to
Guests and sister K.O. members
